PROCEDURES FOR PITCH INSPECTIONS
In all cases, when a fixture is in doubt due to adverse weather conditions, or indeed a forecast for adverse weather conditions, the following shall apply.
Saturday matches:

1. The home club shall make contact with the away club to determine what time they propose to leave for the match (bearing in mind the kick off time). The home club shall then contact the match referee and arrange an inspection time based around the leaving time of the away club. If the match referee is unable to make the inspection, then the home club can utilise the services of a local referee from the League’s authorised list. Assistant referees are not authorised to carry out pitch inspections unless they are level 5 or above.
2. The inspecting referee must contact the match referee and between them they will arrive at a decision as to whether the match can proceed or not. This information is then to be conveyed by the home club to the away club, match officials and fixture secretary. This must be via telephone.
3. It is recommended that any information relevant to the inspection is determined on Friday evening, this then allows for the League Secretary or Match Officials Secretary to authorise an alternative inspecting referee (this is specifically if there is no one agreeing or available to inspect the pitch on Saturday morning).
Midweek matches:

Items 1 and 2 are as above

Item 3...timing to be agreed between both clubs so as to avoid any unnecessary travel.
Matches cannot be postponed before the day of the game unless approval has been given by the League Secretary (Under 21 fixtures can be called off from 5 pm on the night before a fixture).
This applies to League and Internal Cup fixtures
For all League matches, the Home Club must immediately submit to the Fixture Secretary a written report as to the postponement. They may be submitted by e-mail or post and must have the time of postponement clearly showing.
